How to do a tissue overlay for Fran’s classes

Corners of the tissue should be 
trimmed at a 45 degree angle.

Tape should be trimmed at the 
same angle as tissue.

Use a scotch tape  that is clear or
semi-clear have it half on the tissue
and half on the board. Keep it clean.

Place a trimmed competed label
lower right-hand corner. 
Keep it half an inch from 
the edge .

The tissue overlap should be 
2 to 3 inches only.

If your image is portrait on the board than the tissue goes on portrait, 
if your image is landscape on the board than your tissue must be as well. 
Make sure you have the tissue roll that is provided in the kit. It is 
the correct size to cover most of your project.

Make sure you use a freshly snapped blade on your knife
if you do not the blade will cause tiny rips that make it look  
like a gerbil chewed on your tissue.  Not good. The tissue must 
be the same size as the board on the front side.  Put the tissue
on so it curls toward the board.
