Elements of Design

Texture plays a big role in our designing
*We can influence a persons perception of
the mood or tone of a design

with the kinds of textures we use.

eSome textures are appealing like velvet &
satin, while others are not like rock & bark.
eThe tactile quality of a surface or the
representation of such a surface quality

is texture.

ln art & design, there are two categories of
texture—tactile & visual.

eTactile textures are real; we can actually
touch their surfaces with our fingers.
#Visual textures are illusionary; they simply
give the impression of real texture.

Tactile Texture

o These types of textures can be created in
many different ways

* You can cut and paste textures, like lace or
sand paper to a surface.

* You can use paint to build up a surface,
know as impasto.

* You can emboss a relief into a stock,
creating a raised area.

* Your choice of stock to produce a job
with, can add to a tactile texture, and set
the mood for a image.
